Safety

Contractor shall take all reasonable precautions for the safety of employees and

the public and shall comply with all applicable provisions of Federal, State, county, and

municipal safety laws, building and construction codes, the Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (“OSHA”) standards, the National Electric Safety Code (“NESC”), and the following:

Contractor shall conduct the construction of the project as to cause the least
possible obstruction of public highways.

20.2

Contractor shall provide and maintain all such guard lights and other protection
for the public as may be required by applicable statutes, ordinances, and
regulations or by local conditions.

20.3
In conjunction with units listed in Exhibit G Contractor shall provide any and all
safety equipment necessary to meet OSHA and NESC requirements.

20.4
Contractor shall adhere to such specific safety standards or requirements as
Owner may specify to address specific circumstances.

20.5

Contractor shall submit a safety manual or plan for Owner Review. Subsequent
to project awards, all updates to the contractor safety plan or manual shall be
submitted to the Owner for review.

20.6

As a minimum, Contractor shall adhere to the requirements of the Owner’s
Safety Manual that is current at the time of the work being performed. Updates
to the manual will be provided to the Contractor by the Owner.

20.7
Contractor shall not operate Owner’s construction equipment. Owner personnel
shall not operate Contractor’s equipment.

20.8

Submittals. The following submittals shall be made at interval no less than as
shown. More frequent submittals will be accepted if Contractor wishes. Owner
reserves the right to request additional submittals at its sole discretion, which
Contractor agrees to comply with. Submittals shall be made to the Owner’s
Safety and Health Director electronically.

a. Incidents. The following data and reports shall be provided when a safety
incident occurs on any work site including any offices, storage sites,
transportation corridors, project site, or other locations utilized in the
performance of Work for the Owner. A safety incident shall be defined as any
workplace event that results in electrical contact/flash, unplanned outage,
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equipment or property damage, personal injury including death,
hospitalization, amputation, days away from work, restrict work or transfer,
medical treatment beyond first aide, loss of consciousness, or other
diagnosis of injury or illness by a licensed health care professional. Safety
incident also includes any "near miss" or "good catch", dropped objects,
unsafe conditions, motor vehicle incidents, property damage, fires or
violations of Owner's or Contractor's Safety Manual, plans or policies.

Initial notification of any electrical contacts or potential outages shall be
made as soon as crews have been deemed to be in the clear.
Notification shall be made directly to Owner's Control Center.

Notification of any electrical contacts or potential outages shall be made to the Owner's
Safety and Health Director within 15 minutes.

Preliminary report of event(s), causes, and any injuries shall be made
within 4 hours of the event or incident.

A complete Root Cause Analysis shall be provided within 3 business
days of the event or incident. Root Cause Analysis shall include site
description, event description, root cause, corrective action (if any), and
individuals involved.

Any OSHA or other jurisdictional authority directives, statements, fines or
other correspondence regarding the event shall be promptly forwarded.

b. Incidents off Owner’s property. Any incidents resulting in personal injury at workplaces not being

utilized for the Owner shall be reported within 30 days.

c. Monthly. The following shall be submitted within the first 10 calendar days of the month following the
generation of the documents
1. Copies of signed job hazard analyses or job briefings for all sites utilized for the Work and days

worked during the month.

Copies of safety related training provided during the month including agendas, attendee list,
and any presentation materials.

Running twelve-month Total Recordable Incident Rate (TRIR).

Running twelve-month Days Away, Restricted, Transferred (DART) Rate

Near miss reports, including corrective action, if any. A near miss shall be defined as an event
where no property or personal injury was sustained, but where, given a shift in time or position,
damage or injury easily could have occurred.

Copies of any crew visits or observations completed during the month.

d. Annual. Within the first 30 days of each calendar year, Contractor shall
submit to Owner an updated safety plan or manual for Owner’s review.
